Ingredients:
1 cup low fat milk
1 teaspoon cider vinegar
1 cup all-purpose flour or whole
wheat pastry flour
1/3 cup unsweetened cocoa powder
¥ teaspoon baking soda
% teaspoon baking powder
¥ cup packed light brown sugar
% cup unsweetened apple sauce
1 teaspoon vanilla extract
Instructions:
1) Preheat the oven to 350 degrees
line 12z 18 standard muffin tins with
paper liners or spray with
Pam baking spray.
2) In a small bowl stir together mill
and vinegar. Set aside
3) In a medium bowl whisk flour
cocoa powder, baking soda, bakin
powder and salt. Set aside.

Po
in the now curdled milk and mix all
ingredients well.
5) Stir in dry ingredients until jus
combined. The batter will be thin
and wet similar to a runny pancake
batter.  Divide batter among
prepared muffn tins. Bake for about
18 minutes until a toothpick inserted
in the center comes out clean. Le
cool in the tins to 10 minutes befor¢
removing to cool completely.
6) Once the cupcakes are cool to
them with a light frosting.
